President Elliott opened the floor for nominations for City Council President.  Councilperson Auler nominates

Karrum Nasser receives 

five votes.  Karrum Nasser is selection for the second position with a majority of the votes.  Council President 

Loudermilk announces the candidate for appointment to the Police Merit Commission as William Toney.  Candidate

Council President Loudermilk announces the candidate for appointment to the Animal Control Commission as 

Maggie Wheeler.  Candidate is approved by Council. 

 

Council President Loudermilk announces the candidates for the two appointments to the Information Technology 

Advisory Board as Stephen Chenoweth and Chris Garner.  The candidates are approved by the Council. 

Council President Loudermilk announces the selection of the appointments to the Human Relation Commission will

Board, of Councilperson Tammy Boland to the Area Plan Commission, of Councilperson Todd Nation to 

Downtown Terre Haute board, of Councilperson Neil Garrison to the Riverscape Committee, of Councilperson O.
